* Arena Support/ Building & Maintenance: 10 
hours/season or buy out option of $15/ hour 
Activities include: Parent Rep, Coaching, Arena 
Cleanup Day, Scorekeeping, Timekeeping, and 
Penalty box/goal judges. Hours worked will be 
tracked/recorded by the Parent Rep.
